Chemical Storage and Handling 
 

Pool chemicals should all be considered dangerous. 
Chlorine products release very corrosive fumes and should not be stored in pump rooms or around any elec-
tric boxes or equipment. Chlorine and Muratic Acid should be stored in a separate, locked container away 
from other chemicals or buildings. 
Calcium Hypochlorite (Granular Chlorine) is extremely unstable. Fire, explosion or release of chlorine gas can 
be caused by contamination with many other common products. 
Granular Chlorine and Tablet Chlorine are not compatible and can explode if mixed together in your       
Chlorinator! 
Always read all label instructions! Know your Chemicals - reread instructions often. 
None of us can remember everything all the time.
