IRSSAIARSPIRUNDRAISERIIGREATESUCEES

On Saturday, June 5, the Texas chapters of IPSSA and APSP com-
bined forces to host their first
raiser. Proceeds from the event exceeded $2300, and benefited APEC
(Aquatic Professionals Education Council), the Texas lobbying group
for pool industry professionals.

Why a fishing tournament? "All of the local chapters have golf tourna-
ments," stated Steve French, owner of Travis pool covers, and the
committee leader who pulled the event together. "This was a great
way to reach other chapter members -like me- who would rather fish
than play golf."

A total of 29 teams competed for "largest bass catch" and "largest
fish," plus other prizes totaling more than $18,000.
