Historical Facts 
 
Memorial Day started as an event to honor 
Union soldiers, who had died during the 
American Civil War. It was inspired by the 
way people in the Southern states honored 
their dead. After World War I, it was extended 
to include all men and women, who died in 
any war or military action.  
Memorial Day was originally known as Deco-

ration Day. The current name for this day did 

not come into use until after World War II. 

Decoration Day and then Memorial Day used 

to be held on May 30, regardless of the day of 

the week, on which it fell. In 1968, the Uni-

form Holidays Bill was passed as part of a 

move to use federal holidays to create three-

day weekends. This meant that that, from 

1971, Memorial Day holiday has been offi-

cially observed on the last Monday in May. 

However, it took a longer period for all Ameri-

can states to recognize the new date.

Targeting a Microscopic Pathogen Lurking in Water  

ScienceDaily (Apr. 26, 2010) ð Discovered in 1976, cryptosporidium lurks worldwide in water, contaminating swimming 
pools, water parks, and drinking water supplies. Although it has even been featured on the comedy show The Colbert 
Report, it is no laughing matter -- this microscopic pathogen is a leading cause of diarrhea and malnutrition and the most 
common source of infection in immune-weakened people such as AIDS patients. It is also a potential bioterrorism agent. 
"All you need is a cow and a centrifuge to harvest enough oocysts to infect a small city," says Brandeis University bio-
chemist Liz Hedstrom. Roughly 20 percent of calves are infected by cryptosporidium oocysts, which are found in their 
feces. In 1993, in the largest waterborne disease outbreak in U.S. history, this nasty protozoan parasite infiltrated Mil-
waukee's municipal water supply, killing more than 100 people and sickening some 400,000. 
Cryptosporidium invades the small intestine, where it opens fire, typically causing severe gastrointestinal distress and 
even death in people with weakened immune systems. Cryptosporidium is a hardy foe whose oocysts -- a spore-like 
phase in the parasite life cycle -- remain stable outside a host for long periods and are resistant to conventional water 
treatment such as chlorine disinfection. 
The latest research news on this waterborne foe will be the focus of Hedstrom's talk, titled "Targeting a prokaryotic pro-
tein in a eukaryotic parasite," at the American Society for Biochemistry and Molecular Biology's annual meeting. The talk 
will be held in the Anaheim Convention Center in California, on April 25. Hedstrom's promising research could lead to an 
effective treatment to prevent cryptosporidiosis. 
Hedstrom and her collaborators made a critical breakthrough in eroding cryptosporidium defenses when they identified 
IMPDH, a key enzyme involved in the biosynthesis of RNA and DNA, as a potential drug target. Her research has shown 
that IMPDH inhibitors block the parasite from proliferating in vitro. Importantly, the Cryptosporidium IMPDH has very dif-
ferent properties from those of the human enzyme counterpart. 
Next, Hedstrom and her colleagues identified compounds that blocked the action of the Cryptosporidium IMPDH, but 
spared human IMPDH. Leading a large-scale screen of a commercial library containing 129,000 compounds, Hedstrom 
discovered more than fifty compounds that specifically inhibit the parasite enzyme. A number of these compounds dis-
play antiparasitic activity. Hedstrom is now working on improving the compounds' potency, bioavailability and metabolic 
stability, a first step in the drug development process. 
"It's a difficult problem, but we think that we have some very promising compounds," says Hedstrom.

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New Rules from DSHS for Public Interactive Waterfeatures  
May, 2010  

 

 

You may be aware that the Texas DSHS has been revieiwing the state Regulations for Public Interactive Water-
features and Fountains (PIWFs)for the last year or so. The "final" regulations have been released - with many 
changes. They also mention in the release of the Rules that there are mistakes in the regulations and future 

changes will be noted on the DSHS website -

In my quick overview, I found that there are requirements for drains, automatic testing and chemical controllers, periodic 
cryptosporidium testing, secondary sanitation for new construction or remodeling, and required signage. I'm sure that 
there are other details that you will want to be familiar with if you work witrh these PIWFs. 

  

If you see problems with the regulations, I'm sure that Katie Moore with the Texas DSHS and APEC will be interested to 
hear your concerns. This issue has been open for public comment for many months. These regulations should be the 
finalized version- except for minor mistakes in the writing of the regulations.  

PIWF new regulations   

We all know that a dollar doesnôt go near as far as it 
used to. (and it is probably going to get a lot worse) 
One way that a dollar can make a difference is when 
it is put together with many more dollars. Pool Corp 
(SCP) is trying to help us all out by collecting one 
dollar a month from its customers in Texas for 
A.P.E.C. This makes more paperwork for them (at no 
cost to any of us). This money is collected for 
A.P.E.C. which is our (all pool guys - builders, ser-
vice and retail) liaison with the TDLR. However, 
about 70% of us are refusing to pay this ñbuckò a 
month. Apparently, there is still a misconception that 
A.P.E.C. is promoting and encouraging this licensing 
and regulation mess. They are not! They are our 
voice of reason in helping to shape the process so 
we all get hurt as little as possible and have some 

type of input in the writing of 
this legislation. Without 
A.P.E.C. lobbyist working on our side instead of 
having R.A.I.L. we just wouldnôt be able to do any 
type of electrical work. How would you like having to 
call an electrician every time you changed out a mo-
tor, heater, controller, etc.??? So get involved ï pay 
your ñbuckò and contribute directly to A.P.E.C. If 
nothing else you have a right to complain about all 
of this if you are trying to do something about it. If 
you do not contribute your really donôt have that 
right. Think about it. Itôs only $1 a month and its tax 
deductable.
